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BACKGROUND SUMMARY:
In 2004, the Aweil Youths held a conference in Syracuse, New York and formed Interim Executive Committee of Aweil Youths Association (AYA) in USA. The youths who were attended the conference have called the lack of high school in Northern Bahr El Ghazal (Mading-Aweil) as a “biggest problem” in which they believe it may block the future of Aweilian children. 
In fact, school is the place where students might acquire their education, place where they might acquire skills and develop knowledge, deep understanding of ethical principles, moral values, respect for self and others, responsibility, integrity, and self-discipline. 
If school is most important institution in which students may acquire education and education itself is the knowledge and skills, in which we are now lacking in Southern Sudan, then Aweilian youths have right now to believe that education is the most important tool in the modern world in which Northern Bahr El Ghazal in Southern Sudan is a part of has lacked at this time. Therefore it might be priority in which we, the people of Northern Bahr El Ghazal shall invest our children on it for the social purpose, intellectual purpose, economic purpose, and political & civic purpose, but lack of school such as high school in which students may acquire their basic knowledge, skills and retain it as their transferable knowledge to high education is what Aweilian Youths call it now as the “biggest problem” which tries to block the future of Aweilian children. 

The youths passed proposal of Nyamlell High School Project which has proposed by Interim Executive committee of (AYA) in USA on July 4th, 2004, the final day of the conference. This project, its cost was estimated for total amount of $ 30,000 (thirty, thousand) and this amount of money shall be collected from Aweilian people. 
The majority of Aweilian people who were in conference agreed that one Aweilian citizen shall contribute a minimum of $ 100 or more than minimum of $ 100 in order to complete the total amount of $ 30,000 (thirty, thousand). However, that goal achievement is still a long way to go. However, the Interim Executive Community has still urged Aweilian people especial Aweilian youths to keep their promises and actually contribute more than minimum at this time to complete the Nyamlell High School Project. 
INTRODUCTION:
The Interim Executive Committee (IEC) of Aweil Youths Association (AYA) in USA is reported you the total amount of money which has been collected during 2004, 2005, and 2006. In 2004, the (IEC) of Aweil Youths Association in USA received total amount of $ 1675 (one thousand, six hundred seventy five); in 2005, the (IEC) received total amount of $ 290 (two hundred ninety); in 2006, the (IEC) received total amount of $ 2,220 (two thousand, two hundred twenty); and plus total amount of $ 920 (nine hundred twenty) with our Representative Mr. Samuel Akol Anei in Illinois as money contributed to the Nyamlell High School Project (NHSP) the total amount is $ 3,140 (three thousand, one hundred forty) collected in 2006. Moreover, the leaders of Interim Executive Committee Aweil Youths Association (AYA) in USA held the meeting after 40th days of mourning of our late brother Cornelio Achuen Achuil who died in car accident on July 1, 2006 in Atlanta, Georgia to discuss the ways in which High School Project shall be achievement (May God rest his soul).
The leaders came up with the proposal that each member of Interim Executive Committee shall contribute total amount of $ 500 (five hundred) and representatives of (AYA) and members of assembly council of (AYA) shall contribute new total amount of $ 200 (two hundred) to complete High School Project. The chairman of (AYA) in USA contributed total amount of $ 1,000 (one thousand); however, each of four members among the members of Interim Executive Committee except chairman has also contributed total amount of $ 500 (five hundred). Their names and the amount of money they have contributed are:
· Mr. Abraham Yel Nhial, chairman of (AYA) in USA contributed total amount $ 1,000* (one thousand);
· Mr. Santino Dut Akot Yel, deputy chairman of (AYA) in USA contributed total amount $ 500* (five hundred);
· Mr. Dut Akot Yai, secretary general of (AYA) in USA contributed total amount $ 500* (five hundred);
· Mr. Simon Deng Kuol Deng, financial secretary of (AYA) in USA contributed total amount $ 500* (five hundred); and
· Mr. Joseph Lual Deng, secretary for academic of (AYA) in USA contributed total amount $ 500* (five hundred)
So the total amount of money which contributed by members of Interim Executive Committee of (AYA) in USA is $ 3,000 (three thousand)
